
PATIENT IS ADMITTED WITH SUSPECT/KNOWN INFLUENZA

Patient placement as per facilities available

Cohorting should only
be used where other
isolation facilities are

not available   

Risk assessment of patient placement, facilities and
procedures prior to Cohorting is essential   

Separate area, with toilet and handwashing facilities

COHORTING OF CASES

Separate area with handwashing facilties only 

Separate area with no Handwashing facilities (this is not an ideal
setting but should be used where there are no other options)   

ISOLATION OF CASES

ALL CASES SHOULD BE ISOLATED AS FOLLOWS, 
IN DESCENDING ORER 

OF RESOURCES AVAILABLE:  

Single room with handwashing and toilet facilities 

Single room with handwashing facilities  

Cohorting of a number of patients under investigation for flu, 
those suspected of flu and those

probable/confirmed cases should be in separate areas if at all possible   

PATIENT PLACEMENT FLOWCHART 
FOR KNOWN/SUSPECTED INFLUENZA
